Local Knowledge	

This is the most popular ramp for people living on the northern beaches to get access to the Pittwater.   It is very protected both from wind and swell.   There are actually two ramps at this location and plenty of parking so access to the water is good.

There is however only one pontoon available for tying up to and it is very small.   There is another pontoon between the two ramps but there is no public access to this pontoon as it is reserved for Marine Rescue use only.
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Whilst there is limited pontoon access available to people launching and retrieving boats, there is plenty of sandy beach to pull a boat onto to collect or drop off passengers.
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Boat Ramp Etiquette

To avoid ramp rage, please try and remember these basic boat ramp rules when launching and retrieving;

Prepare your boat before you reverse onto the ramp – ie bungs in, straps off and equipment in the boat

Beware of slippery ramps, particularly when tide is low – if you have a four wheel drive, use it.   Every year, many cars are ruined when they are dragged by their boats into the water during launching or retrieval.

Make sure you have plenty of fuel and your batteries are working – running out of fuel or dead batteries are the two most common reasons for boaties needing rescue every year.
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
