Services
There are two shopping areas in Anglesea, one on either side of the bridge.  They are 2.5 and 3 km respectively, from Point Roadnight.   Most provisions can be obtained in Anglesea.   The shops include a large supermarket, several cafes, restaurants, surf shops, hardware, newsagent and chemist.

Local Knowledge	

Despite there being a ramp (of sorts) at this location, it is for all intents and purposes a beach launch/retrieval which happens to have a broken concrete drive to allow you to drive off the beach.   This ramp is used by locals with boats less than 4 metres and aluminium.  

When the tide is halfway out the water is very shallow in front of the ramp and when the tide is in, a strong current running to the east pushes boats off the ramp area if the owner does not know what he/she is doing.

Locals say there can also be a double swell coming onto the ramp at high tide which can lift boats and drop them onto the concrete.

The better option with larger or fibreglass boats is to launch at Ocean Grove which is approximately 35 km away by sea.   There is another ramp at Torquay but it is no better than this one.
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Boat Ramp Etiquette

To avoid ramp rage, please try and remember these basic boat ramp rules when launching and retrieving:-

Prepare your boat before you reverse onto the ramp – ie bungs in, straps off and equipment in the boat

Beware of slippery ramps, particularly when tide is low – if you have a four wheel drive, use it.   Every year, cars are ruined when they are dragged by their boats into the water during launching or retrieval.

Make sure you have plenty of fuel and your batteries are working – running out of fuel or dead batteries are the two most common reasons for boaters needing rescue every year.

If you are going offshore and there is a facility such as Marine or Sea Rescue, Coastguard, or VMR which operates a log on and log off service, use it.
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
